An organization called thénternational Dark-
Sky Associationhas a wbsite fwww.darksky.org)
which sheds glaring light on the anount of wasted
wattage wearepouringinto illuminating oumplanet

and the damage we do in the process. Many wild

animals use the cycle of night and day to regulate
their lives, and too much light in the night-time seri-
ously affects their rhythms.

Plants too. Commercial growers know nowadays
that you can regulate the blooming of certain plants
by controlling the amount of light they get.

Frankly, I think light! light! light! is a bit over-
rated as a ame preventer If you seal gurself in-
doors listening togur TV and air-onditioning, and
floodlight your driveway into the bargain, you are just
makingit easier ér the ba guys. k maybe more
useful to turn ofthe AC, open gur windows and
flood your driveway with darknas D if that brigt
street lamp BE just put in willlet you.

A neighbor showed the way aweek or two ago
when she saw several middle-school boys harassing a
girl on their wayhome from sksool. She let them
know their b&avior wa noticed, sheatled Dumbar
ton Middle School, and shelk=l the police. And
two days later, when their horseplay caused atraffic
acadent on Regster Ave., she did it agn.

It turned out the principal knew exactly who those
kids were Theyhad ber bannedrom the school
bus becase of theishenanigns, and nowhe school
knew that that hénOt exactlgolved the problemnal
further action was needed. There are Student Assis-
tance Program teams in local middle and high schools
which can evaluge problem students anceathe
matter up with their parents. Anonymous referrals
arepossible. An informed mghbortells us that the
school nurse is alwa on these teas and advises



that that is the person to call with areferral.

A lot depends on pants beingvilling to acept
that therds a problem, of@aurse. Bit a lot of neuro-
logical problems com#o light in the teengass, and
outside intervention cahelp paents who sensiat
something is wrong but may be in denia or smply
not know what to do.

Whatever thesourceof the problen, timelyinter-
vention can hip to make it a little less likelthat to-
dayOs aér-shool delinquent will become tomor-
rowOsdr tonightOs) driveay forager.
